(a) to (b): Yes Madarﬁ, Hindi is enshrined as Official Language .of the Union.
The Department of Official Language takes foillowing steps to promote the
progressive use of Hindi in official work by the Government: -

(i) An Annual Programme for implementation of Official Language in official
works of the Union is issued every year by the Department of Official
Language.

(i) An assessment regarding compliance of Annual Programme are laid on
the Table of both the Houses of Parliament in the form of Annual

Assessment Report every year.
