number of offices are not complying with section 3(3) of Official Language Act, 1963. Compliance to
section 3(3) is compulsory and it is the responsibility of the officer signing it to ensure its compliance.

Although it is a matter of satisfaction that Ministries/Departments themselves are not
violating Section 3(3) but hundred percent compliances of the above are not being done with by
related/concerned offices/ PSUs/Banks. After an analysis of the data collected by all the three sub-
committees, it has been observed that 96 offices in the first sub-committee, 96 offices in the second
sub-committee and 106 offices in the third sub-committee i.e. total of 298 offices have found to have
violated Section 3(3). Among which 100 offices fall into ‘A’ Region i.e. Hindi speaking area, 26
offices are in ‘B’ region and 172 offices are in “C” region. Taking the above situation seriously the
Committee recommends that concerned Ministries/ Departments should take responsibility in this
regard and the signatory officer should take up the responsibility. Not only monitoring machinery
should be strengthened at the level of Ministries/Department and Department of Official Language
to monitor this but follow up action after inspections too should be monitored.

A study of the above Table reveals that 7 offices from the region‘A’, 4 offices from region
‘B’and 18 offices from region ‘C’ has violated rule 5 of the Official Language Rule 1976 that pertain
to reply of Hindi letters in Hindi only. This is a matter of concern that this Rule is being violated
even in region ‘A’. Concerned Ministries/ Department need to pay attention to this. They need to
make their monitoring machinery more effective.
